Elzie C. Segar, the 
creator of Popeye, was born in Chester and many of the 
Popeye characters were modeled after real residents of 
this river town. Pass through Lock 27 and experience 
the confluence of the Mississippi and Missouri rivers. 
Pass through Mel Price Lock before arriving in Grafton, 
Ill., at the confluence of the Illinois and Mississippi 
rivers. Enjoy an overnight stay. Visit the specialty shops 
and antique stores on Front Street and a driving tour of 
historic Alton, Ill. We’ll turn around at this point and 
head to St. Louis, Mo., where this excursion ends with 
an overnight stay. Visit the gleaming Gateway Arch and 
the Westward Expansion Museum.
